SCHOOL SUPPLY LISTS

SCHOOL UNIFORM AND DRESS CODE

Students must wear the school uniform. The tops may be hunter green, yellow/gold, or white. The bottoms may be navy or khaki (tan). School t-
shirts may also be worn.

Tennis shoes must be tied. There are too many stairs in the school for students to walk around with their shoes untied.

Shirts must be worn inside the pants. NO SAGGING is allowed. If pants are too big, students must wear a belt.

CHILD NUTRITION

The new free/reduced lunch applications now allow each household to list all children on one application form. The family application has been
mailed and should have been received in all households by August 7, 2006. Blank applications are available at the school. If students qualified for
free or reduced meals during the 2005-2006 school year, they will remain as free or reduced until SEPTEMBER 18, 2006. To prevent a break in
the free or reduced status, the family application should be returned BEFORE SEPTEMBER 11, 2006.

Those students not eligible fore free meals must pay for their meals. REGULATIONS DO NOT STOP A SCHOOL SYSTEM FROM DENYING A MEAL TO
PAYING STUDENTS WHO HAVE NOT PAID FOR THEIR MEAL.
